These wreaths are similar to those from 
the 1930-1940’s. You will get a complete kit 
with everything needed to complete three 
feather wreaths: heavy and light-weight 
wire, feathers, floral tape, berries, and ribbon 
to make three wreaths.  Each wreath is 
approximately six inches in diameter.

These wreaths make great ornaments, but 
also look great hanging in a window or from 
a fireplace mantel. The possibilities are 
endless.

The same technique for making feather trees 
will be taught in a more manageable time 
frame for this project. For over 45 years, 
Carol and Ron have studied, collected, and 
made goose feather trees. This class is an 
excellent opportunity to learn feather tree 
making techniques and benefit from Carol 
and Ron’s experience.  

You will need to bring scissors to cut the tape 
and ribbon.
